As I mentioned in earlier letters my current responsibilities are divided into three areas: developing strategic planning for the school, raising funds and implementing some legal regulations in order to act according to our laws. So far I´m still working on the strategic planning for the future of the school. My relationship with the trustees is good so I feel confident making this plan. Regarding raising funds I´m making some contacts with former graduates who live in United States in order to start a foundation. It is a bit difficult to do it by online contact only so I think I will travel to US this June in order to push some activities. We also are looking for some professionals and also school teachers for giving us a year of their lives teaching here at San Andres. If you know somebody who is interested on it please let me know and I will contact he or she for giving further details. In that way I´m planning to ask the board let me visit Scotland next year in order to visit some churches and introduce the school. I will let you know if everything goes well.
I recently started my latest own project: writing a book. After many years of hesitation I decided to begin to write something to help pastors and students of theology. I´m writing about preaching because I think that is the area where we need to improve. As family we feel blessed by God.

On Monday 22nd I had an endometrial biopsy and thank God everything went well, the results were negative for harmful cells. In June they will do another ultrasound to see how I continue. Thanks God, we had the support you sent us and we were able to carry out the exams, the procedure and treatment in a timely manner.

I have started my Excel classes and I am very happy for it, it is helping me a lot to present the statistical tables to my manager. I will be a few months entertained with it. My job is full of challenges and I am happy for it.
Cesar Jr is much better, having found pre-professional practices has helped him a lot, and it has given him more confidence. He is happy; tired, but happy (he works and study). Also, he has begun attending to a Bible Study for Men. He does not attending to the youth group, we don´t know why, but we are happy if he is learning the Bible.
Carlos is fine, enjoying his senior year at school. He has moments where he gets stressed because he still does not know what to study at the university. We have paid for a vocational orientation test and we hope that help him to make a good decision.
